Comics Expo: The Comics Expo is a wonderful opportunity for students to showcase
comics and comic-inspired merchandise like toys and stationery. Students can display
the following:

Comics Books Display (All the Grades): Students will display the comic
books they have at home. They can borrow some from their friends and
neighbors if required.

Comic Strips Display (Grade 3-4): Students will make a collage of
newspaper comic strips and display them. They can also take printouts of
online comic strips and display them through a collage.

Comic Superheroes Display (Grade 5-6): Students will make posters on
comic superheroes like Superman, Batman, and Ironman.

History of Comics Display (Grade 7-8): Students will make posters on the
history of comics, its evolution, famous comic brands, and famous comic
characters like Spiderman who became more famous through movies.

Comic Inspired Merchandise (All the Grades): Students will get their toys,
stationery, milk mugs, bottles, bags, pouches, and T-shirts inspired by comics
and famous comic characters for the display. This comic-inspired merchandise
corner can be captioned with interesting titles like — ‘Comics Come
